In September 2007, DENR hired the
engineering firmMoffatt & Nichol, to help the &te with data identification @racquisition of
existing datasets, definition of beach and inlet management regions, scheduling and facilitation of
stakeholder meetings, development of draft beach and inlet management strategies, and
preparation of a final report, which is scheduledd@mpletion in May 2009.

The next step will be developing management strategies for each region andisnbAs
managemengtrategies are developed, thiziBions of Coastal Management and Water
Resources will attempt to incorporate the ecologicalneeic and socigolitical factors
affecting beach and inlet management.

The first set of stakeholder meetings in early December outlined the pedatamgathering and
background required to develop the BIMP including physical, environmental, ane soci
economic information. The management regions andewibns developed were introduced.
The NC coast was divided into 4 main regiomkich were further divided into stiegions as
needed Theregions and sukegions were delineated using natural fees as well asocic
